Application Process in North Yorkshire:

¢ You only need to submit one application, and this should be done through the Local
Authority where you live (i.e. where you pay your council tax).

e You can list up to five schools on your North Yorkshire application, please note that
applying to just one school will not improve your chances of getting a place there.

e You can apply to any school or academy in North Yorkshire and if you want to apply for a
school in another Local Authority area, list it on your application and the council will liaise
with them.

o Before completing your application form, we highly recommend reviewing the important
information available on our school admissions and home to school transport pages The

information will answer many of your questions and help you navigate the process.
