Concern Identified 
• Any staff member, volunteer, visitor, or pupil notices 

one of the following: 
• - A disclosure from a child 
• - A concerning change in behaviour or appearance 
• - A worrying incident or observation 
• - Concerns received from a parent or external agency 
• Immediate action: Record the concern factually as 

soon as possible. 

 

Report to the Designated Safeguarding Lead (DSL) 
• Report without delay to DSL or Deputy DSL, including: 
• - Factual notes 
• - Date/time of incident 
• - Child’s voice where applicable 
• Do not investigate or promise confidentiality. 

 

Child in Immediate 
Danger 

• Call 999 for 
police/emergency 
services. 

• Contact local authority 
safeguarding partners 
immediately. 

 

Child Not in Immediate 
Danger

• Monitor within school. 
• Speak with parents/carers 

(where safe and 
appropriate). 

• Seek advice from 
safeguarding partners. 

• Make an Early Help 
referral. 

• Make a Social Care 
referral (Children’s 
Services).
